Equitable curriculum All children learn together from a common program and a
common curriculum.

Accessible environmentsAll children fully access and participate in the physical,
social, and instructional life of the classroom

Multiple means of representationAll children receive the information they need,
regardless of sensory ability, level of understanding, or attention.

Multiple means of engagememn All children full engage (interested, motivated,
challenged) in all activities.

Multiple means of expressionAll children successfully demonstrate what they know
and what they can do.

Succes®riented curriculum All children successfully learn from a common
curriculum that is responsive to their individual needs and abilities.
