The Kessler Foundation and National Organization
on Disability commissioned a Harris Poll

Indicators - employment, income, education,

health care, access to transportation, socializing,

going to restaurants, attendance at religious

services, political participation, life satisfaction,

technology, access to mental health services and

overall financial situation.

Major Findings

I Employment represents the largest gap Of
all working-age people with disabilities, only
21% say that they are employed, compared to
59% of people without disabilities 7 a gap of 38
percentage points.

A People with disabilities are still much more likely to
be living in poverty.

A People with disabilities are less likely than those

without disabilities to socialize with friends,

relatives or neighbors |, once again suggesting

that there are significant barriers to participation in

leisure activities for this population.

Internet access . 85% of adults without

disabilities access the Internet, whereas only 54%
of adults with disabilities report the same T a gap of
31 percentage points.
